The last day to purchase raffle tickets for the Dodge Hometown Scholarship Program is also this Thursday.  The minutes from the October 9, 2007 meeting were approved. 

Lara Wallace passed around sign-up sheets for craft fair volunteers and also for people to bring coffee and hot chocolate products for the craft fair.  The craft fair is on December 1.  The guard will be selling spirit wear and the band will be selling coffee, hot chocolate, donuts and pizza.

The Treasurer’s Report was given by Mary Goerner (in Augie’s absence). Tomorrow, November 7, 2007, will be the last official fee payment date for student ledgers before Grand Nationals.  The Passbook sales were a great success, generating approximately $20,000.

· Sewing Dates (Linda Hackathorn):  Repairs that need to be made to the color guard items will be done on Wednesday from 6 to 9 p.m. and on Saturday from 10 to 3 p.m.

· Volunteer Hours (Jo Bryant):  Please log your volunteer hours.  Remember that for every $5.00 in donated items (water, hospitality food, etc.) it will count as one hour of volunteer time.

Band Director Reports:

Ms. Wine showed a videotaped message from Mr. Earnhart (who couldn’t be at the meeting because he was judging UIL in San Antonio).  Everything is going very well.  He read some of the comment sheets from the judges, which were all very good.  He felt it was the best Bell performance.  In preparation for Indianapolis, the students need to march well, play well, flag well and put it all together. 

Ms. Wine passed out the itinerary for Indianapolis.  It will be up on the website in a few days, after a few changes are made.  She read the highlights from the itinerary.  The weather in Indianapolis is chilly so the students may wear “under armor” under their show shirts and uniforms.   The students should return home around 8:00 p.m. on Sunday, November 18.  ALL STUDENTS MUST BE AT SCHOOL ON MONDAY, November 19.  Finals will be on November 19 and 20.  There will be ample study time on the trip up and back, if the students use their time wisely.  Teachers will be giving the students their final exam reviews on Wednesday so they will have them to study with during the trip.

Mr. Holt reported that Ms. Jan Cook, who is going on the trip as a chaperone, is also a registered nurse and will be available for all medical needs for the students.  If the students have medication that they would like Ms. Cook to be responsible for, it has to be given to her in the original container so that she can match the medication with the student name; only send enough for the trip. The students can be responsible for their own inhaler, if they choose.
