Minutes from October 9, 2007 Meeting

Ms. Wine welcomed everyone to the meeting.  Mr. Earnhart is in Arlington judging a contest and Mr. Holt is with his wife who had arm surgery.  Band President Mark Schwobel then welcomed all.  The minutes from the September 18, 2007 meeting were approved. 

Jan Cook passed around chaperone sign-up sheets for the October 11 football game, the October 13 BOA Arlington contest and the October 23 UIL Contest.  

The Treasurer’s Report was given by Mary Goerner (in Augie’s absence). This is the last week for Passbooks and Discount cards.  Student ledger payments can be made on Wednesday from 5:00 to 6:00 p.m. at L.D. Bell and on Saturday, October 13 at L.D. Bell from 9:30 until 11:00 a.m.  After Saturday at 11:00 a.m., money will no longer be accepted for the Passbooks and the Band-Aid cards.

Unfinished Business 

· Contest Wrap-Up:  Drumline and HEB Marching Competitions were both good – we had a really good turn-out.  Thank you to everyone who volunteered their time.  There are still a few vendors that we’re waiting on percentages from but it looks like the contests will have earned $11,000-12,000, which will be split with Trinity High School.

· Pizza Pheast October 12: (Sharon Dowdey) The list has been emailed several times for those who have signed up.  If you know now that you cannot help, please email Sharon ASAP so she can get some of the people on standby signed up.  (Sandy Hill) We need trucks and men on October 11 at 6:00 p.m. to move 30 to 35 tables from the Knights of Columbus to L.D. Bell.  The tables need to be moved back after the Pizza Pheast on the evening of October 12.  We can’t set up for the Pizza Pheast until 3:30 p.m. on Friday.  Anyone available can come and help.  She will ask for band students to help, too.  Baked goods can be dropped off in the band hall after school on Friday.  Pizza Pheast tickets can be purchased tonight and Wednesday night and those tickets purchased will be credited to the student ledgers.  Tickets purchased from Thursday will go into the General Fund.

New Business:

· Thank you to Ozarka for the donation of over 10,000 water bottles!!
· Eddie Revell will be taking photographs for the band yearbook again this year.  The photos will be taken from November 26 – December 8.  Students will begin signing up for a time in the next few weeks.

· Please make sure that all students have picked up their black shoes – there are still some shoes that haven’t been picked up yet.  Also, the band will wear their navy pants and black shoes for the football game on Thursday.  Please make sure that the pants are hemmed.  They will also wear the navy pants and black shoes for BOA Arlington.

· There is a new camera policy for all BOA Events – ALL photography cameras will be allowed at the competitions; however, NO video cameras will be allowed at any time and no cameras will be allowed on the field at any time.

· Fan Etiquette at marching competitions:  Mark talked about how L.D. Bell is known as a classy organization.  When we put on our band shirts, and the students put on their marching uniform, we represent L.D. Bell High School.  Focus on applauding all bands and don’t forget the caramel apple suckers (can be purchased at Walmart) – when the band takes the field, put the sucker in your mouth!

Band Director Reports:

Ms. Wine reminded everyone that the football game on Thursday and the competition on Saturday will both be performed in the navy pants and black shoes.  Pennington will be open at 11:00 a.m. on Saturday (hair braiding will start at 11) but the students’ call isn’t until 12:00 p.m.  The students need to have eaten lunch before arriving on Saturday.  A snack will be provided to all the students before departing for Arlington.  Our performance time is at 4:15 p.m.  The students need to bring $5.00 for dinner and they will all stay together until they arrive back at Pennington after finals, around 11:45 p.m.  Tickets for the competition are $23.00 for a Prelims/Finals ticket and $15.00 for just finals.  Marching band is a community-driven event and with that comes responsibility.  Anything that we do as a group that is slightly off-color can affect everyone.  Remember that negative comments don’t need to be said in public or posted on forums.  RESPECT ALL GROUPS.

Mr. Thomas talked about how we haven’t been subjected to the judicial microscope yet but the feedback we have received so far has been good.  What we like about the BOA adjudication process is that it provides feedback for the WHAT and the HOW.  The WHAT is feedback for the adults (those involved in the design and planning process) – what’s the best fit with the balance of the high level design and music.  The HOW asks whether the program is set up for student success, or as he learned in Drum Corps, “is the juice worth the squeeze”?  All info that is provided at the competition helps to know where we’re going and what is working in the design process.
