Minutes from September 18, 2007 Meeting

The meeting began at 8:00 p.m. and began with an ensemble flute performance by Nancy Lee, Courtney Melton and Kayla Zollinger. 

Band President Mark Schwobel welcomed all in attendance.  The March-a-thon made approximately $4,600, up from the $2,200 made last year.  The minutes from the August 7, 2007 meeting were approved. 

The Treasurer’s Report was given by Mary Goerner (in Augie’s absence).  Fee collections will be held every Wednesday afternoon from 5 to 6 p.m.  The deadline for turning in the discount cards will be the same deadline for turning in the Passbook money, October 13.  Pizza Pheast tickets are available for sale tonight.

Unfinished Business (Sherrie Cyrier):  The Dodge Hometown Scholarship Program will be ongoing throughout football season.  The contest is a group effort between L.D. Bell, Trinity and two other high schools.  Tickets for a chance to win a Dodge pick-up are $5.00 and the band gets to keep 100% of the profits from the ticket sales.  The drawing will be held in January.  If you take your ticket to Allen Samuels Dodge, you will receive a free t-shirt.   Tickets are still available and people are still needed to help sell the tickets before the football games.  Contact Sherrie Cyrier for more information or questions. 

New Business:

BOA San Antonio admission tickets (Jodi James): Tickets for Friday and Saturday preliminary competition and finals on Saturday evening (finals Saturday evening are in the upper deck) are available at a price of $42.00.  They may be purchased tonight but there will be no extension.  

BOA San Antonio Parent Charter Bus (Kathy Russell):  A sign-up sheet is going around to get a head count of those interested in riding on a charter bus to San Antonio.  The cost will be approximately $30 per person.  Once she has a head count, she’ll firm up the numbers.  Once a seat on the bus is purchased, it will be non-refundable.

Chairperson Reports:

Pizza Pheast (Sharon Dowdey):  Sign up sheets are going around.  They still need volunteers in several areas.  Sharon’s email is on the website if you want to send her an email to volunteer.  The Pizza Pheast is October 12 from 6 to 8:30 p.m.  The tickets are $5.00 and include two pieces of pizza, salad and a drink.  Coolers with ice are needed – please let Sharon know if you can help with this. 

Silent Auction (Connie Clark):  Sign up sheets are going around for volunteers.  Donations of items are needed.  If you are bringing goodies to the bake sale, please email her to let her know what you’re bringing so that she can have an idea of what will be coming.  

Uniforms (Leisha Dupree & Mr. Earnhart):  Because of some changes that were made regarding the color guard flags and what they will be wearing, it was decided to issue the navy pants to all band members.  The navy pants will be worn for competitions and the white pants will be worn for football games.  Juniors and seniors will not be required to purchase black shoes, as long as they have their shoes from last year and they still fit.  The students will be measured for shoes on Thursday and will have an opportunity to fill out a form stating whether they need black shoes or not.  Sophomore students will need black shoes and the cost is $31.00.  There are two options for paying for the shoes – (1) they can be paid for now or (2) the cost can be deferred until next year’s marching season.  

Passbooks (Kathy Russell):  Last year approximately 1,800 Passbooks were sold and this year around 2,200 have been sold, with more ordered, so this may be the best year for Passbook sales.  The last day to check out Passbooks will be October 10.  Passbooks will be checked out or checked in every Wednesday (and other times as listed in the newsletter).  All Passbooks need to be paid for by October 13.

There are a few more chaperone spots available for Indianapolis but they she needs to know within the next two or three days if you are interested in one of the chaperone spots so they can get accurate counts to the hotel.

Hooded TRANSCENDents shirts will be available soon.  Yard signs will be available for purchase soon at the price of $20.00. Flag sewing will start on Thursday and will be held every Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday.  Sign-up sheets are going around.
