DIRECTOR’S REPORTS

Calderon- Five words- Hello, keep them healthy, thank you!

Alstrin- Three words- Breakfast, water and rain gear.

Mathews- Thank You- the parental support continues to amaze me!  We had a great parade and Pizza Pheast.  It’s about a spirit of family, community and music-making.  We are rolling into a busy time with major events and competitions with a quick turn into Grand Nats.  Even though the weather has not been the best we have only lost 30 minutes of 8 hours a week of UIL practice.  Because of Homecoming Friday practice will be held Wednesday.  
Three serious and important issues—

1. Texas has some of the most strident grading policies with no pass/ no play.  The directors are working with students with a 74 or below to redirect.  They are in great shape today.  Absences have made some kids behind and they have been given an Incomplete.  That means they have below a 70 but have until Friday to turn in the work; they need to be proactive on this.  Students in weighted classes with a grade not above a 70 can petition for a one time per-tri waiver.  

2. BOA Arlington- 9:30 am performance time.  All activities depart from Pennington.  Afternoon call time is 4:30 pm with rehearsal.  At 4:45pm  announcement of bands who made Finals will be made.  Gates open at 6:45 pm with the first band playing at 7:45pm.

3. The nature of competition—I love to compete but there must be a healthy understanding of why we do what we do.  Our reputation as a band supercedes  our zip code.  People know who we are.  When in public we must be careful of everything we say because we are being watched.  We are accountable for what we say and do.  It’s all about kids being successful.  As for the internet- the world wide web is not your tower form which to scream; be mindful of what you post.  Remember that competition involving band, the arts, dance is all subjective.  It is good for kids and motivates them to do better.  It is good for the community because it fosters growth and development.  Data show that from our past experiences with BOA competitions we will place in the top 1.6.  However we can’t tell what these judges will say.  Our band is very well-prepared but we can’t predict how it will be received.
