Director Reports

For the second year in a row the band is undefeated at BOA competitions in Texas and we have one of the most comprehensive music programs in the nation.

State marching contest happens for Bell in even years; we will work to win a state title.  Bell is in Area B which is the strongest UIL area in the state.  Historically the state champion comes from this area.

BOA Arlington is Oct 2; we will compete and need to be prepared for this early competition.  The band has approval to attend BOA events in Arlington and San Antonio but is awaiting approval for Grand Nationals.  

One rule of the LDBell Band is to be prepared in place and on time and participate properly.  A part of participating properly is paying band fees, always being in full uniform in public and showing respect for others.  It is not acceptable to have parents say that they don’t have to pay their band fees.  This cavalier attitude will be the band’s undoing.  If a student can’t pay they must communicate with the directors.  Doing nothing and not paying is unacceptable.  We must be conscious and make fiscally responsible decisions so that this organization can continue.
