· Bell Homecoming Parade – Mrs. Paul, assistant principal, has asked MaryLouise to get more volunteers for the parade route.  They are to meet at Tennis and Bedford-Euless Road, Monday at 5:45 P.M.
· HEB Drumline Contest – will be held September 24.  Karen Stanfield showed the prototype of the t-shirt that we will be selling at the contest for $12 each.  We will also receive a percentage of the patches and t-shirts from the vendors attending.  She requested volunteers to run the elevator.

He spoke about student grades and wanting students to achieve in all areas.  He feels this is a Great, Great, Great show.  It’s thick, developed and mature. · Mr. Ferrell spoke of being in the midst of All State scores September through December.  He spoke about grid music performance standards, explained the scoring process, and the sign-up sheets.
· Mr. Thomas stated that students seem to be missing more practices this year.  Requested that healthy suggestions be followed to make sure students are in attendance for all practices.  He spoke about the Drumline Competition and how percussion lines are greatly appreciated in Texas.  Help for the competition would be great.  Bell and Trinity’s percussion groups will perform at the contest.
