V.I.P.S. (Volunteers In Public Schools)

First, I would like to thank all of you that are conscientiously logging your hours into the volunteer database.  YOUR HOURS REALLY DO MAKE A DIFFERENCE!!  If you haven’t already started logging your hours, please do so as soon as possible.  (You may go to the band website www.ldbellband.org/info, scroll down the left side to the box that says “Volunteer Hours - Parents, please log your volunteer hours here”.)   It only takes a few minutes and it is much easier to keep up with if you do it on a regular basis, than to try and rely on your memory and do it later.  It is also really easy to forget what you’ve done, if you don’t do it on a regular basis.  I have had several people say that they hadn’t logged their hours because they didn’t want or need the recognition for themselves.  Your V.I.P.S. hours are very important to the school for many reasons, so please log them and log them often.

Remember to count all your phone conversations and emails regarding fundraisers or questions to chairpersons.  When chaperoning, attending a meeting, running to the grocery store for soda’s for the band or volunteering in anyway, your volunteer time starts when you leave your home, until the time that you return to your home.  Every $5 that you donate (the money that you spend on food, snacks, sodas, etc., counts too) equates to 1 hour of volunteer time.

If you have not completed a V.I.P.S. application, please do so now.  (You may go to the district website www.hebisd.edu and then district relations, support and coop programs, VIPS.)  Or please feel free to email me and I will be happy to send you an application.  Once it is completed, please mail back to:  L.D.
